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That’s all she wrote for the 2009 sailing season 
at the RKYC.  As of this date the marina is 
pretty well packed up, Bob’s assistants have 
some time off after a busy season, and the 
equipment will soon be winterized.  The office 
staff is geared towards the upcoming year-end 
at the end of November and collecting accounts 
receivable from some members that pay slower 
than they should.  Planning has started for the 
2010 year but perhaps a look at some of the 
accomplishments of the past year would be 
useful. 
 
First off, committees and volunteers play a huge 
role in any success at the RKYC.  Whether it is 
organizing member’s social events, helping with 
haulout or launch, administrating a busy racing 
schedule, planning and overseeing a Learn to 
Sail Program, pulling together a successful 
cruise, or purchasing and tending to the flowers, 
the club would not function as it does without 
the participation of club members contributing 
time.  There are too many to name but thanks is 
expressed to all those individuals that give of 
their time. There is no doubt that the Club 
functions better because you were involved. 
 
Sometimes it is easy to forget where the club 
once was and the advancements that have 
been made over the years.  For those of you 
that are new to the club, you will not remember 
the days when boats were skidded, the only 
piece of equipment on site was the small crane 
and the docks were 6 feet wide and 
deteriorating quickly.  Our trailers were not 
capable of handling the load of the larger boats 
and the main wharf was in need of a rebuild. 
The clubhouse was in need of repairs and when 
repairs started it was determined that parts 
were at risk of collapsing.   
 
These items have all been dealt with over the 
past number of years and this year alone the 
following were added to the list – a renovated 
kitchen, completion of a new fire escape, a 
major investment in a new pile driver, a new 
pump for sewerage pump out, a winch to be 
used in combination with the rail car to eliminate 
the engine shack which in itself is at risk of 
collapsing, a new spreader bar to handle the 
larger and heavier boats the marina now needs 
to deal with and a photocopier for the office that 
we could buy as opposed to lease.  In addition, 
a further $24,000 has been applied to reduce 
the Club’s debt, which now stands at $95,000.

If you use the Club’s web site on a regular basis 
you will appreciate the weather information now 
available on line.  The web cam is also viewed 
by many members, as evidenced by the emails 
received when not in operation.  Thanks to 
Ross Phinney and his tech team for looking 
after these two items and for extending the 
range and reliability of our wireless system 
serving the marina. 
 

Financially, the Club remains in sound financial 
shape as new members provide the necessary 
funds to grow and improve the operations of the 
RKYC.  Although still early to make a totally 
accurate prediction, it does seem that the Club 
will again be in the black for the year ending 
November 30, 2009.  Thanks to all that helped 
make the 2009 boating season a success!!
